All students who currently have a School Choice Voucher will need to
verify their information every year during enrollment. To apply or verify your information go to:
https://sms.dpi.wi.gov/ChoiceParent/ Remember, if you are applying for School Choice you must still re-enroll through
Sycamore. Your student will not be enrolled for next year or guaranteed a spot in class until this has been completed.
